he world knows of Cripple Creek. How in the summer of
1891At§1letﬁrst ore was diacovares, and how with varying upe and
downs the town grew and prospered until the epring of 1896 saw a
reat city of 20,0%0 people, surrounded by camps and smaller towns
ahich awelled the population of the greatest gold district on earth,
to about 40,000 souls. Then came the two great fires with so brief
a time between, sweeping away everything, and the world stood
aghast at the greatness of the calamity. om everywhere came
offers of help to rebuild the city, but all were ra;egted and the enter-
prising people who make up the po&llnt:on of Cripple Creek, went
to work in dead earneat.

& Cripple Creek and The Midland Terminal; is an im{l)ortant point
on the Western Union and Postal Telegraph lines and is the com-
mercial center and metropolis of a district 45 square miles in area.
It has one of the most thorough systems of water worke in the state,
supplying in abundance the purest water; a fire alarm telegraph
system recently completed by the Gausewell Fire Alarm Telegraph
Company of New York, and a thoroughly trained and efficient fire
department, consisting of three hose companies and a hook and
ladder company. Its public schools are of the best, and churches
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
